Sixth Sunday of Easter 
 

       With the story of the baptism of Cornelius and his house-
hold, the church takes a significant step forward in its develop-
ment.  By accepting gentiles as members without requiring 
them to embrace Judaism first, Peter opens the doors of faith 
to the whole world.  But the emphasis continues to remain on 
the fact that it is God at work in the hearts of the disciples and 
those coming into the faith.  God has brought them together, 
and Peter announces that “God shows” no partiality” (v34), 
accepting “whoever fears him and acts uprightly” (v35).  Be-
cause Cornelius and his household are given the gift of “the 
Holy Spirit” (v44), Peter realizes it would be wrong to “withhold 
the water for baptizing these people” (v47). 
      The author of First John exhorts us to love one another, 
because love is of God (v7).  He goes on to say that God’s 
love for us is revealed in Jesus, God’s “only Son”, sent “into 
the world so that we might have life through him” (v9).  God’s 
love initiates this relationship between the human and the di-
vine, and we are called to respond to this love by loving God 
and each other. 
      In the Gospel, Jesus also calls us to “love one another as I 
love you” (v12).  As the Father has loved Jesus, so Jesus 
loves us. This text, taken from John’s Last Supper narrative, 
provides us with Jesus’s final words to his disciples before his 
death.  He anticipates his death as an example of his love 
when he tells them, “No one has greater love than this, to lay 
down one’s life for one’s friends” (v13).  The word “love” oc-
curs 10 times in this chapter.  The example of love was key to 
Jesus’s understanding of his mission and the mission of his 
disciples. 
For reflection: Is my view of the Church more inclusive or 
exclusive?  Does knowing that I was loved by God first make it 
easier to live the commandment of love?
