More im-
portant than the food he gave them, which is “food that per-
ishes,” is “ the food that endures for eternal life” (v.27). They
compare the food he gave them to the manna their ancestors
ate in the desert. But Jesus tells them that it is not Moses but
“my Father [who] gives you the true bread from heaven” (v.33).
Their response is to ask him to “give us this bread al-

ways” (v.34).

The author of Ephesians encourages his audience to “no
longer live as the Gentiles do” (v.17). Embracing the Christian
faith, they are called to “put away the old self’ (v.22) and “put
on the new self, created in God’s way in righteousness and
